Earlier this year I wrote to you inviting «Forename» to be part of a pilot project that would 
give them increased support throughout the remainder of their time at school.

The first day has now been planned.  This is due to take place at South Cerney Outdoor 
Education Centre.  Pupils from partner schools will work together in mixed groups to solve 
problems and build relationships.  Pupils will also work with a Connexions Personal 
Adviser during the day and when they return to school this will continue with meetings on a 
regular basis to support them.  Pupils have been divided into 7 work groups, each group 
comprising of 8 pupils.
